Must be enrolled as an undergraduate or a graduate student at Nagoya University
at the time of application and at the time the program commences.

Must have an interest in intercultural exchange and be prepared to participate
enthusiastically in all scheduled activities.

Must have sufficient proficiency in English to understand English lectures, and
engage in discussions and presentations in English.
