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1. Objectives:

We are currently accepting applications for the "summer school" program that will be
jointly held by the above three universities for graduate students, especially doctoral
students.

The program for this academic year will be hosted at University of Freiburg over a
five-day period. Under the main themes of “Sustainability, Ethics and Transformation”,
there will be 4 sessions and three parallel topical workshops. This school offers you
keynote speeches from a Federal Advisor Dr. Feld and Dr. Topfer, opportunities for
students to engage in free-form debate and discussion, and also oral presentations and

poster sessions given by the students themselves. Please keep in mind that the fields related



to the themes will be set to approach broader audiences from literature to science majors.

One of the aims for this program is to broaden students' perspectives by going beyond mere
introduction of their own research; students will have opportunities to listen to
presentations given by scholars from different fields and cultures and to discuss about the
themes freely at the workshops. Furthermore, engaging conversations with graduate
students from different cultures and fields of research will help our students deepen their
understanding of different cultures and historical backgrounds. In turn this will help you
build your own future network with people around the world.

(1) Graduate students currently enrolled in Nagoya University’s regular program
as of April 1, 2019 and who will continue to be enrolled at the time of the
summer school program (doctoral students will be given preference).
